First Aid Policy
In our setting, staff are able to take action to apply First Aid treatment in the event of an accident involving a child or adult. At least one member of staff with a current first aid certificate is on the premises, or on an outing at any time. The first aid qualification includes first aid training for infants and young children. We aim to ensure that first aid training is local authority approved and is relevant to staff caring for young children.
We endeavour to ensure that all members or staff have an up to date first aid qualification. These are renewed every three years
If a child presents with an injury that requires first aid a qualified staff member will take appropriate steps to ensure that the child and themselves are not in any danger whilst treatment is carried out. 
When treating a child, we need to give them respect, comfort and privacy. This may mean that the other children may have to be moved to another area of the setting if the child who is injured cannot be moved.
Minor cuts and bruises will normally be dealt with by using a cold compress and a plaster if required.
 If the child is bleeding the staff member dealing with the child should always wear gloves and ensure that any soiled materials are disposed of in suitable plastic bags. Any clothes that the children are wearing that maybe blood stained should be changed and placed in plastic bags then put in the child’s bags to take home.  
If the injury/incident is not minor and needs more than simple first aid the child must be taken to where they can receive professional care. 
At the time of each child’s admission to our setting parents give permission on their consent enrolment forms that we may obtain emergency medical treatment for their child if it is needed. this also includes consent allowing staff to accompany their child to the nearest Accident and Emergency unit to be examined, treated or admitted as necessary on the understanding that parents have been informed and are on their way to the hospital. 
Our staff first aid cabinet is situated in the kitchen area and is kept locked at all times with an accessible key. Its contents comply with Health and Safety (first aid) Regulations 1981.
Medicines for the children are kept in a kitchen cupboard out of the sight and reach of children but accessible for the staff.
All children’s medication is named and the dosage required.
No un-prescribed medicines are given to the children.
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
