We ensure that our inclusive admissions practice ensures equality of assess and opportunity.
We use the graduated approach system for identifying, assessing and responding to children’s special educational needs.
We work closely with parents of children with special education needs to create and maintain a positive partnership. 
We work with parents to ensure they also get the help and support they may need to help their child.
We ensure that parents are informed at all stages of the assessment, planning provision and review of their children education.
We provide parents with sources of independent advice and support. We work with parents to ensure they also get the help and support they may need to help their child.
We liaise with other professional involved with children with special educational need and their families, including in connection with transfer arrangements to other settings and schools.
We provide a broad, balanced and differentiated curriculum so all children can succeed especially those with special needs. 
We use a system of planning, implementing, monitoring, evaluating and reviewing individual education plans for children with special educational needs.
We ensure that children with special educational neds are appropriately involved at all stages of the graduated approach, taking into account their levels of ability.
We have systems in place for working with other agencies and professionals through each stage of the statutory assessment up to implementing or writing EHCPs.
We use a system for keeping records of the assessment, planning and provision and review for children with special educational needs.
Where possible we provide resources both human and financial to implement our supporting children with special education needs policy. 
We raise awareness where possible through in service training for all staff and parents.
We raise awareness of any specialism our setting has to offer e.g BSL, Makaton and Autism awareness.
We ensure the effectiveness of our special education needs provision by collecting information, evaluation, and reviews of all children with special educational needs. This can be shared at staff and/or management meetings.
